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WEEKLY NEW BRUNSWICK INFLUENZA REPORT
Reporting period: May 8 to May 14 2016 (week 19)

Summary:
In New Brunswick, influenza activity continues to decrease

New Brunswick:
e There have been 26 positive influenza detections in week 19. To date this season, a total of 1174 influenza detections have been reported, 939
influenza A (unsubtyped), 97 influenza A (HIN1)pdm09, 6 influenza A (H3) and 132 influenza B.
e There has been 5 influenza associated hospitalizations during week 19. So far this season, a total of 234 influenza associated hospitalizations
were reported in New Brunswick, including 13 deaths.
e The ILI consultation rate was 7.6 consultations per 1,000 patients visits, and was within the expected levels for this time of year.
e No new influenza or ILI outhreaks were reported.

Canada:
e Updates from the National Influenza Surveillance will only be available on a monthly basis starting on May 27, 2016.

International:
Seasonal influenza:
o Influenza activity in the northern hemisphere continued to decrease. A predominance of influenza B virus activity continued to be reported in most
of the northern hemisphere and in some tropical areas. In a few countries in the southern hemisphere, slight increases in influenza-like illness (ILI)
activity were reported.

1) Influenza Laboratory Datal
o Influenza activity continues to decrease.
e 26 influenza detections were reported during week 19.
e Since the beginning of the season, 1174 positive influenza detections were reported, 132 influenza B and 939
influenza A (unsubtyped), 6 influenza A (H3) and 97 influenza A (HIN1)pdm0Q9.

! Surveillance specimens are submitted by recruited New Brunswick Sentinel Practitioner Influenza Network (NB SPIN) practitioners, which are comprised of
sites in Emergency Rooms, in Family Practice, in First Nations communities, in Nursing Home, in Universities and in Community Health Centers. Diagnostic
specimens are submitted by physicians in the community/hospital setting. Influenza laboratory data is comprised of results from surveillance and diagnostic
specimens. All laboratory specimens are tested using a real-time PCR assay, which is a rapid detection method designed for detection of all known variants of
influenza A and B. All laboratory-confirmed cases are reported for the week when laboratory confirmation was received.

2) ILI Consultation Rates?
o During week 19, the ILI consultation rate was 7.6 consultations per 1,000 patients visits, and was within the expected levels
for week 19.
e During week 19, the sentinel response rate was 27%, for both the FluWatch sentinel physicians and the NB SPIN
practitioners.
