1) Influenza Laboratory Data1 

• Most influenza indicators remained elevated in week 3. 
• One-hundred-forty-seven influenza detections were reported during week 3. 

                                                           
1 Surveillance specimens are submitted by recruited New Brunswick Sentinel Practitioner Influenza Network (NB SPIN) practitioners, which are comprised of  
sites in Emergency Rooms, in Family Practice, in First Nations communities, in Nursing Home, in Universities and in Community Health Centers. Diagnostic 
specimens are submitted by physicians in the community/hospital setting. Influenza laboratory data is comprised of results from surveillance and diagnostic 
specimens. All laboratory specimens are tested using a real-time PCR assay, which is a rapid detection method designed for detection of all known variants of 
influenza A and B. All laboratory-confirmed cases are reported for the week when laboratory confirmation was received. 
 

Summary: 
In New Brunswick, most influenza indicators remained elevated in week 3 

New Brunswick: 
• There have been 147 positive influenza detections in week 3. To date this season, 613 influenza detections have been reported, 153 were 

influenza A (H3), 4 were influenza A (H1N1)pdm09, 321 were influenza A (unsubtyped, most likely the H3 strain) and 135 were influenza B.  
• There have been 17 new influenza associated hospitalizations during week 3. So far this season, 172 influenza associated hospitalizations have 

been reported with 12 deaths. Twenty-one of the 172 hospitalizations were related to nosocomial outbreaks where patients were admitted at least 
48 hours before influenza symptoms. 

• The ILI consultation rate was 45.9 consultations per 1,000 patients visits in week 3. The ILI rate was above the expected levels for this time of 
year. 

• One new ILI outbreak was reported in week 3. So far this season, 12 outbreaks were reported in total: 2 in hospitals, 6 in nursing homes, 2 in other 
settings (special care home and adult residential facility) and 2 ILI outbreaks in schools. 

Canada: 
• Overall, influenza activity in Canada remains high but there is some indication that activity is starting to slow down. Most indicators remain in the 

higher range of expected levels for this time of year. 
• The majority of influenza detections continue to be A(H3N2), although 40% of detections were influenza B in week 3. 
• The percentage of laboratory test positive for influenza B continued to increase while the percentage of laboratory test positive for influenza A 

remained stable. 
• To date this season, the majority of lab confirmations, hospitalizations and deaths have been among adults aged 65+. 

International:   
Seasonal influenza: 

• Influenza activity continued to increase in the temperate zone of the northern hemisphere while in the temperate zone of the southern hemisphere 
activity was at inter-seasonal levels. Worldwide, influenza A accounted still for the majority of influenza detections (62%) but influenza B (mostly 
from the Yamagata lineage) has increased proportionally. Up to now, the majority of countries which started the season, reported influenza like 
illness reaching moderate levels in comparison with previous years, with few reaching already high levels. Some countries have reported levels of 
hospitalization and ICU admissions at levels reaching or exceeding peak levels of previous influenza seasons.  

Effectiveness of 2017-2018  influenza vaccine  for influenza A(H3N2): 
• The WHO has stated that, given the suboptimal effectiveness of vaccines containing A/Hong Kong/4801/2014 in the 2017 southern hemisphere 

season, a suboptimal vaccine effectiveness (VE) is likely to occur in the 2017/2018 northern hemisphere season if influenza A(H3N2) viruses 
predominate. However, the vaccine should provide good protection for influenza A(H1N1)pdm09 and influenza B virus infection. 

• In the context of a potentially reduced influenza VE for the upcoming 2017-18 season, the Association of Medical Microbiology and Infectious 
Disease (AMMI Canada) has posted an updated  guidance on the use of antiviral medication.

  Localized activity is defined as evidence of increased ILI with lab confirmed influenza detection(s) and outbreaks in schools, hospitals, residential 
  institutions and/or other types of facilities occurring in less than 50% of the influenza surveillance region. 
  Widespread activity is defined as evidence of increased ILI with lab confirmed influenza detection(s) and outbreaks in schools, hospitals, residential 
   institutions and/or other types of facilities occurring in greater than or equal to 50% of the influenza surveillance region.

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2) ILI Consultation Rates4 
• During week 3, the ILI consultation rate was 45.9 consultations per 1,000 patients visits. The ILI rate was above the expected 

levels for this time of year. 
 

• During week 3, the sentinel response rate was 36%, for both the FluWatch sentinel physicians and the NB SPIN practitioners.

7 Hospitalizations (including ICU admissions) are influenza associated; they may or may not be due to influenza.   
8 Deaths are influenza associated; influenza may not be the direct cause of death. 
9 In early January 2014, the Office of the Chief Medical Officer of Health implemented a new provincial surveillance system in collaboration with the Regional Health Authorities to monitor 
influenza-associated hospitalizations, intensive care unit admissions and deaths. A standardized Enhanced Surveillance Form is used to collect data on hospitalizations.
